Q1. In our proposal of 10 pages plus 5, is that back-to-back 7 %2 pages or 15 pages maximum for
all information requested. Do you want color or black and white? Do you want a cover? Some
LEED type projects are going black and white, back-to-back with no cover as a requirement.

A1l. Narrative for both A/E and Exhibit combined may not exceed ten (10) 8%2" x 11" pages of
text. Double-sided printing is optional. If printed double-sided, this would use 5 pieces of paper.
Color printing is optional. Covers are optional.

Q2. Are projects listed as examples of our work required to be completed, or can they be in
progress or on hold do to the recession? Can we use projects that are greater than 5 years
completed but relevant as examples? The recession has stopped a lot of projects in the last 2
years.

A2. Projects listed as examples are not required to be completed. Completed projects within five
years are preferred; older projects may be included.

Q3. In programming and Site analysis it says “we are to perform all necessary services to
identify”. Would this would limited to non-destructive analysis?
