SUBJECT: Agenda Item V(f) Consideration of resolution amending a professional
services contract with Jarvis Fay and DePorto for legal services.

Staff Recommendation: That the Governing Board adopt the attached resolution
authorizing amending a professional services contract with Jarvis, Fay, and Doporto
in an amount not to exceed $15,000.

Background: Jarvis, Fay, and Doporto provides litigation and counseling services in
the areas of land use, environmental and natural resources law, and government
and municipal law. The firm has extensive experience litigating and advising clients
on the validity of local tax ordinances under Propositions 13, 62, and 218, local
property tax allocations, benefit assessment districts, and local government’s taxing
authority under the constitution, state statutes and local government charters. Their
clients have included municipalities and local government agencies throughout the
state.

On May 7, 2008, the Governing Board approved entering into a professional
services contract with Jarvis Fay and Deporto for legal services in amount not to
exceed $15,000.

Since that time, staff has requested additional services from the firm. Because of
their particular expertise, and because of the quality of work produced for the
agency thus far, staff recommends amending their professional services contract up
to an additional $15,000 to provide legal services to the MRCA.
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
