SUBJECT: Agenda ltem VI(b): Consideration of resolution assigning rights to the County
of Los Angeles Department of Parks and Recreation to apply to the Los
Angeles County Regional Park and Open Space District for Fourth
Supervisorial District Proposition A Specified Excess Funds for the 72nd
Street Equestrian Facility Project.

Staff Recommendation: That the Governing Board adopt the attached resolution
assigning rights to the County of Los Angeles Department of Parks and Recreation
to apply to the Los Angeles County Regional Park and Open Space District for
Fourth Supervisorial District Proposition A Specified Excess Funds for the 72nd
Street Equestrian Facility Project.

Background: On October 11, 2011 the Board of Supervisors authorized award of
Proposition A Specified Excess Funds for projects in Supervisorial District Four.
Among the projects was a $196,000 project for the 72nd Street Equestrian Facility
in unincorporated Los Angeles County, along the Los Angeles River near the City
of Compton. The funds will be used for removal and replacement of damaged
hardscape including roofing and doors, landscaping, tree trimming, weed
abatement, repair of fencing at the arena, repairs to the existing concession stand
and restroom, repair of signage and lighting and ADA improvements to two parking
stalls.

District Four Excess Funds can only be spent in District Four. Expenditure of the
subject sub-account of excess funds requires consensus between the Mountains
Recreation and Conservation Authority and the subject Supervisor. The County of
Los Angeles Department of Parks and Recreation would enter into a Project
Agreement directly with the Los Angeles County Regional Park and Open Space
District and no further work is required of the MRCA.

A local public agency exercising joint powers of the Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy, the Conejo Recreation & Park District,
and the Rancho Simi Recreation & Park District pursuant to Section 6500 et seq. of the Government Code.
